AYSCOUGHFEE HALL SCHOOL

Admissions Policy
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The maximum number of children in any year group is set at 20.

We endeavour to help parents make an informed choice about sending their child to Ayscoughfee Hall School, offering a prospectus, guided tours and a welcome booklet to new parents.

Parents are encouraged to register their children at the earliest opportunity and those with children already at the school are offered an application form as soon as possible after the birth of their child.

A non-returnable fee is payable with each application.   School fees are due on the first day of term and it should be noted that consistent failure to pay the fees will require eventual exclusion.

There is no catchment area for the school and applications are welcomed from families regardless of race, religion, culture, gender or background.

Children with disabilities are also welcome, subject to discussions, although it should be noted that the main building is Grade II* listed and certain parts may be inaccessible to those with mobility problems.  Where any area does prove to be inaccessible the school will take all reasonable steps to ensure delivery of the full curriculum without prejudice.

No entrance examination exists. Children entering kindergarten spend half a day at the school in the term before they begin where they perform a range of tasks observed by highly qualified staff.   Any problems highlighted during this visit should be discussed between the Head, Class Teacher and Parents in order to ensure that Ayscoughfee can make the best possible provision for their child’s education.  Children enter Kindergarten in September or January aged approximately 3½ years.

Entry to the school at a later stage (when a vacancy occurs) is conditional.  Each potential pupil drawn from the relevant waiting list, is asked to complete basic tests to ensure they are working at least to the average ability of those currently in the class.

Conditional acceptance may be granted to statemented children or those going through the process at the School's discretion.
