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Introduction

The document is a statement of the aims, principles and strategies for teaching and learning and it lays the foundations for the whole curriculum, both formal and informal and forms the context in which all other policy statements should be read.

What is Teaching and Learning?

Teaching and Learning is the purpose of our school. It is the method through which we offer a curriculum, which is broad and balanced and meets the requirements of the Education Reform Act relating to the National Curriculum and religious education and collective worship.

Aims

OUR AIMS FOR TEACHING AND LEARNING are that all children will:

· Be tolerant and understanding with respect for the rights, views and property of others;

· Develop a responsible and independent attitude towards work and towards their roles in society;

· Achieve their potential in terms of academic achievement, aesthetic appreciation and spiritual awareness;

· Develop the ability to be independent learners and thinkers.

Principles of Teaching and Learning

We see teaching and learning as a process of co-operative team work and welcome and encourage the involvement of parents and others in the community.

All members of the school community (teaching and non-teaching staff, parents, pupils and Governors) work towards the School’s aims by:

· Esteeming children as individuals and respecting their rights, values and beliefs;

· Fostering and promoting good relationships and a sense of belonging to the school community.

· Providing a well ordered environment in which all are fully aware of behavioural expectations;

· Offering equal opportunities in all aspects of school life and recognising the importance of different cultures;

· Encouraging, praising and positively reinforcing good relationships, behaviour and work;

· Working as a team, supporting and encouraging one another.

TEACHERS WORK TOWARDS THE SCHOOL’S AIMS by:

· Providing a challenging and stimulating programme of study designed to enable all children to reach the highest standards of personal achievement;

· Recognising and being constantly aware of the needs of each individual child according to ability and aptitude;

· Ensuring that learning is progressive and continuous;

· Being good role models – punctual, well prepared and organised;

· Maintain an up to date knowledge of new teaching intitiatives, where relevant

· Providing opportunities for children to learn using visual, auditory and kinaesthetic methods.

PUPILS WORK TOWARDS THE SCHOOL’S AIMS by:

· Attending school regularly.
· Being punctual and ready to begin lessons on time;
· Being organised – bringing necessary kit, taking letters home promptly, returning reading books regularly;
· Conducting themselves in an orderly manner in line with the expected code of discipline;
· Taking growing responsibilities for their own learning;
PARENTS WORK TOWARDS THE SCHOOL’S AIMS by:

· Ensuring that children attend school in good health maintained by adequate diet, exercise and sleep;
· Maintain regular and punctual attendance refraining from arranging holidays in term time;
· Providing support for the discipline within the school and for the teacher’s sake;
· Being realistic about their children’s abilities and offering encouragement and praise;
· Participating in discussions concerning their child’s progress attainments;
· Ensuring early contact with school to discuss matters which affect a child’s happiness, progress and behaviour;
· Giving due importance to homework, hearing reading and assisting in learning of tables and spellings;
· Allowing their children to take increasing responsibility as they progress throughout the school.
Strategies for Teaching and Learning

At Key Stage 1 our curriculum is largely organised on a topic basis wherein:

· During the Early Years Foundation Stage, the curriculum is based on the Early Learning Goals;

· Mathematics and English language development activities are taught outside the topic framework;

· An annual programme of topics is followed;

· Music, P.E. and French are taught by specialist teachers

At Key Stage 2 our curriculum is mainly subject based.

· The predominant mode of working is class teaching, although there is an emphasis on individual work to allow for differentiation of pupils where appropriate;

· Within this structure relevant discussion is encouraged, although some periods of the day are set aside for silent work.

· Where appropriate children are given the opportunity to question and experiment. This allows development of independence, and an excitement and motivation in learning.
There is specialist teaching in French, Music & P.E.

SUPPORT TEACHERS

Classroom assistants are employed throughout the School to assist with the teaching of pupils.  They may also be used as emergency ‘supply’ cover in the event of a class or subject teacher’s absence.

· Volunteer helpers assist in some sports activities, on outings and visits and in art, cooking, reading and I.C.T.
· Secondary school pupils and FE students on work experience are welcomed into school. Certain standards of dress and conduct are expected.
Commercially available schemes of work are used where appropriate to support the teaching of reading, English, mathematics, science, French and RE.
HOMEWORK is considered to be a valuable element of the teaching and learning process.  Therefore:

· Children are encouraged to work at home on a regular basis;

· It is expected that all children will read at home and share a book with their parents (pupils in the Reception class are issued with a book from one of the reading schemes as and when they are ready!);

· Children will have spellings (from Year 1) and multiplication tables (from Year 2) to practice at home;

· Children who have made insufficient effort during class time may be asked to complete classwork during break times or at home.
· Extra homework tasks for each subject are given from Year 1 according to the school’s homework policy.

· Further practice in basic skills (e.g. handwriting) may be set at the discretion of class teachers.

· Homework diaries for pupils in Year 3 upwards are written up in detail and should be kept neatly and signed regularly by parents.

THE EMPHASIS OF OUR TEACHING AND LEARNING POLICY is on first hand experience and we encourage children increasingly to take control of their own learning. Thus:

· Investigative work is common practice;

· Children are encouraged to communicate their findings in a variety of ways;

· Opportunities are provided for children to become involved in decision making.

· We seek opportunities where possible for children to be creative thinkers

ACHIEVEMENTS ARE CELEBRATED in display and performance:

· Each child is given an opportunity to have work of a high standard displayed. Pupils are encouraged to believe that any exhibited work (performance or display) should represent their highest standards of personal achievement.

· Sustained effort including drafting where appropriate and reworking is encouraged to enhance standards;

· School events such as concerts and drama are seen as opportunities for all pupils to participate;

· House points & sports points are awarded & weekly totals given at assembly on Monday.

Strategies for Ensuring Progress and Continuity

· Certificates are awarded in appropriate circumstances.

· PLANNING is a process in which all teachers are involved:

· An annual cycle of subject/topic plans is drawn up by staff in each Key Stage and is carefully balanced.

· Schemes of work for individual subjects are developed by class teachers or specialists (they are available separately).

· Weekly staff meetings are held on either a whole school or departmental basis to discuss various aspects of the curriculum and to ensure consistency of approach and standards.

FEEDBACK TO PUPILS about their own progress is achieved through the marking of work and discussion.

Effective marking of written work:

(see Marking policy)

· Aims to help children learn, not to find fault, and comments aim to be positive and constructive;

· Is often done while a task is being carried out through discussion between child and teacher;

· Is used sensitively and with discretion so that a child can assimilate a limited number of corrections at one time – this will vary according to age and ability.

FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT is used to guide the progress of individual pupils.  It involves identifying each child’s progress in each area of the curriculum, determining what each child has learned and what therefore should be the next stage of his/her learning.  Formative assessment is carried out by staff in the course of their teaching.


Suitable tasks for assessment include:

· Small group discussions perhaps in the context of a practical task;
· Short tests in which the teacher gives questions either orally or written and pupils write answers;
· Specific assignments for individual pupils;
· Individual discussions in which children are encouraged to appraise their own work and progress;
Strategies for Recording and Reporting

REPORTING TO PARENTS occurs regularly;

· It is done through two Parents’ Evenings with written summary and a full  annual written report. 
· Parents may meet their child’s teacher by appointment any time during the school year to discuss particular concerns.

Strategies for the Use of Resources

CLASSROOM RESOURCES are the responsibility of classroom teachers who ensure that:

· There is a range of appropriate, accessible and labelled resources available from which pupils can select materials suitable to the task in hand;

· All children know where resources are kept and the rules about their access and use;

· All children know what they must not touch for reasons of safety and privacy;

· Children are encouraged to act independently in choosing, collecting and returning resources where appropriate;

· Children and teachers act together to establish an attractive, welcoming and well-organised environment engendering respect, care and value for all resources.

TIME is a resource that we value.  To maximise its use:

a) in the early years children’s time is tightly organised by the teachers;

b) as children progress throughout the school they are encouraged to take greater control of their own learning, including their use of time;

c) time wasting is reduced by ensuring that tasks are made specific and clearly defined;

d) All children engage in useful activities immediately upon entering the classroom and know what to do between the end of an activity and the end of a session.

INFORMATION & COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY is a major resource which is used across the whole curriculum where possible (see ICT policy and individual subject policies for details).

HEALTH AND SAFETY issues are the responsibility of all who work in the school, including the School Council. Mr Chittick is Health and Safety representative at A.H.S. and all problems should be reported him.
