Exclusion Policy

We at all times endeavour to liaise closely with parents regarding pupils’ behaviour, however, should it be necessary, the Headteacher and Board of Governors reserve the right to temporarily or permanently exclude any pupil whose conduct is deemed to be unacceptable.   Permanent exclusions would be reported to the LEA.

A child with a physical or learning difficulty may be asked to withdraw from the School if provision is deemed to be unsuitable for their specific needs and attendance is not in their best interests.
School fees are due to be paid on or before the first day of each term and failure to do so may result in refusal of admission to the School.
